fundraising and funding applications. The project
successfully reached stage one from the Big Lottery
Community Spaces Programme; and funding has been
sought from other sources, such as the Play Builder Fund.
A number of donations have already been made by local
businesses and organisations who have responded to
requests for help by the Play Area Committee.

An appeal which describes the aims of the ‘make us
smile project’ and how local people and visitors alike can
contribute to the play area’s redevelopment will be
launched in April – including a flyer drop across the CA12
postcode by Kesmail.
Rachel Graham of the Keswick Area Partnership

said: “Every donation large or small will all help towards
the new play area. We have been extremely grateful of the
support we have received so far, all donations and pledges
will be pooled together in a separate Fitz Park Trust Play
Area fund to create the match funding required to proceed
with stage two application to the big lottery for £50,000”
